Motion by Mr. Brooks to appoint Al Terek Commission Chairman.  Second by Mr. Miller motion carries.  
Motion by Mr. Miller to appoint Rich Brooks Vice Chairman.  Second by Ms. Hoover motion carries. 
Motion by Mr. Miller to appoint John Nath Commission Secretary.  Second by Ms. Hoover motion carries.

New Business 
 
SD #08-01 Preliminary and Final Subdivision Approval (TLD 5/26/08) 

Preliminary and Final Subdivision application for a one (1) lot subdivision of 2.00 acres located along Denny 
Road in the R-1 zoning district to create Lot 34, in the Mowery Plan #2.  In attendance for the property owners 
were Eric Schmidt, Joseph Schmidt, Elaine Schmidt, and Tina Owens.  Mr. Fodi reviewed the plan with the 
Commission indicating that the property will be accessed by the current private right of way Pine Ridge Acres.  
Mr. Rusnak reviewed the outstanding items from his February 13, 2008 letter including omission of the request 
for waivers on the plan, omission of setbacks on the plan, and the non-compliant access right of way.  Mr. 
Rusnak explained the township requirements for a 50-foot right of way for access to more than 2-lots.  Eric 
Schmidt indicated that there was an existing 50-foot access for potential future use.  Mr. Terek indicated that the 
property is limited for use of cul-de-sacs and access must be provided for the plan approval.  Mr. Terek 
recommended to the owners that they approach the neighboring property owners to purchase 10 additional feet 
to widen the driveway.  Joe Schmidt indicated he will approach the neighbor for the additional land.  Mr. 
Rusnak informed the owners that the widened right of way can remain private but must be in conformance with 
Township’s road standards.   
Motion by Mr. Miller to table the development plan to provide the owner the opportunity to purchase land to 
widen the right of way and review the outstanding items.  Seconded by Mr. Nath motion carries.
