
Middlesex Township Planning Commission 
August 28, 2007 

 
The Middlesex Township Planning Commission meeting was called to order at 7:45 p.m.  Roll call was held 
with committee members Al Terek, Cal Miller Jr., & John Nath in attendance.  Also in attendance was Scot 
Fodi Township Manager & John Rusnak, Township Engineer. 
 
Pledge of Allegiance. 
 
No public comment. 
 
Motion to approve the July, 24 2007 meeting minutes by Mr. Miller, seconded by Mr. Nath Motion carried.  
 
Unfinished Business:  Draft Ordinance related to Recreational Facility Fees 
Discussion was held concerning the review of the proposed ordinance related to the collection of fees related to 
township recreational facilities.  Mr. Terek questioned whether all parks will be accessible to all township 
residents.  Mr. Fodi indicated typically yes unless designated by a home owner’s agreement.  Mr. Miller 
questioned who is responsible for the maintenance of the facilities.  Mr. Fodi indicated that the township is 
responsible unless designated by a home owner’s agreement or as stated in the developer’s agreement for the 
recreation plan.  Mr. Terek questioned on the township’s responsibility if the developer or home owners default 
on the maintenance agreement.  Mr. Fodi indicated the township may be responsible but may recoup cost by 
language in the developer’s agreement.  Mr. Nath questioned who is responsible for approval of the plans and 
assessment of fees.  Mr. Fodi indicated that the engineer will review and present findings to the Planning 
Commission for recommendation and the fees are assessed by the Township secretary through the building 
permits.  Mr. Terek questioned when a decision must be made for recommendation.  Mr. Fodi indicated 
recommendation can be made at September Commission meeting.  Recommendation tabled until the September 
Planning Commission meeting. 
 
SD #07-06 Preliminary and Final Subdivision Approval (TLD 11/25/07) 
Michael Huber present to discuss proposed subdivision for a lot-line revision of .136 acres between 6571 and 
6569 Old Route 8 North, in the C-3 Zoning District, adding .136 acres to 6569 Old Route 8 North.  Mr. Nath 
questioned if any zoning issues are created by the lot revision.  Mr. Fodi indicated both lots are existing non-
conforming for setbacks and size and the non-conformities will continue to exist.  Mr. Nath questioned the 
reason for the revision.  Mr. Huber stated the revision gives him more room to maneuver vehicles in and out of 
his property and garage.  Engineer Rusnak indicated all items on the review letter have been satisfied and the 
applicant is asking for a waiver for the contour lines. Motion by Mr. Miller to recommend approval of the 
waiver for contour lines and the approval of the lot-line revision.  Second by Mr. Nath.  Motion carries. 
 
Pre-Application Review (Sketch Plan-Burtner Property) 
Linda Burke was present to discuss options for subdividing off one acre of land and acquiring a piece of 
property 50” wide and 432” long to maintain access to State Route 8.  Discussion was held concerning the 
history of the properties and the potential uses of the properties.  Engineer Rusnak informed Ms. Burke of 
subdivision procedures and requirements including; 

- Engineer seals and Township approvals. 
- Lot sizes before and after divisions. 
- Easements and Right-of-Ways. 
- Accesses through adjacent or flag lots. 

Engineer Rusnak advised Ms. Burtner to obtain the services of a registered engineer to file for all lot-line 
revision plans.
